Windows Movie Maker Instructions
You can use Windows Movie Maker to capture audio and video to your computer from a video camera, Web camera, or other video source, and then use the captured content in your movies. You can also import existing audio, video, or still pictures into Windows Movie Maker to use in the movies you create. After editing the audio and video content in Windows Movie Maker, which can include adding titles, video transitions, or effects, you can then save your final movie and share it
You can save the movies you create to your computer or to a re-cordable (CD-R) or re-writeable (CD-RW) CD (depending on your CD recorder). You may also choose to share it with others by sending the movie as an attachment in an e-mail message or by sending it to the Web.

You can add content to your Windows Movie Maker project either by capturing content directly in Windows Movie Maker or by importing existing digital media files. The content you capture in Windows Movie Maker is saved in Windows Media Format. However, you can also import existing Windows Media-based content as well as other common file formats.

You can import files with the following file name extensions into Windows Movie Maker to use in your project: 

· Audio files: .aif, .aifc, .aiff .asf, .au, .mp2, .mp3, .mpa, .snd, .wav, and .wma 

· Picture files: .bmp, .dib, .emf, .gif, .jfif, .jpe, .jpeg, .jpg, .png, .tif, .tiff, and .wmf 

· Video files: .asf, .avi, .m1v, .mp2, .mp2v, .mpe, .mpeg, .mpg, .mpv2, .wm, and .wmv 

After filming your video clips and saving them in a location on your computer you may import then to the Windows Media Maker.  It is important that you do not delete any of the clips from the original saved folder of clips on your computer
Importing Video

1. Generally when you record video you save it in a folder on your computer.  You must do so to use WMM. 

2. In the left task pane under Capture Video- click on Import Video
A dialogue box will open. Choose where you saved the video clips and click import
*** to get all the clips hold down the shift key and click on the first and last clip – all will go blue and WMM will  import all the clips

 The last clip of the bunch will appear in the right side of the screen.  To see the other clips that you imported, click on the Collections on the top tool bar all the clips you downloaded will be there.  Moving clips from the left pane (where you only see its name) to the right pane- allows you to view the thumbnail of the clip)
3. Drag clips onto the time line below in the approximate location you think you may want them – they can continue to be altered later.

4. You can also import still images
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Now you have your clips arranged in the timeline/Storyboard[image: image6.jpg]Transiton
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The clips on storyboard/timeline become the contents of your project and future movie.You can use the storyboard/timeline to create and edit projects. The storyboard and timeline both display your work in progress, but each provides a different view of your work: 

· The storyboard displays the sequence of clips. 

· The timeline displays the timing of clips. 

You can switch between the storyboard and timeline as you work on a project. ( see below)

After you add clips to the storyboard/timeline to create a project, you can do the following: 

· Rearrange the clips in the sequence you want. 

· Create transitions between clips. 

· Add video effects to video clips and pictures. 

· Trim the clips to hide unwanted segments (on the timeline view only). 

· Split and combine clips. 

· Add narration that synchronizes with the clips (on the timeline view only). 

As you work on a project, you can preview it in the monitor at any time to get an idea of the end result. You can save your work-in-progress as a project and return to work on it again. 

 You will need to switch back and forth from story board view to time line view- see below




1. To edit your clips  ie. shortening a clip; you must click  on the Show Timeline/story Board button ( pictured in image)

1. Place your cursor on the edge of the clip you wish to alter. A red double sided arrow will appear. Follow the instructions to click and drag to trim the clip


2. In the top tool bar click on the  Tasks icon (beside collections) this will return your left panel to the list of tasks that you can do (to your movie)
3. Move to #2 Edit Movie
· You have already viewed the collections ( it may be greyed out)
· Click on View video effects;  Check out these effects. These are dragged onto the clips you want to effect- for example if you want a scene to be blurry or in grey scale etc.-  Choose at least one and drag and drop it on one or two of your clips

· Click on  View video transitions: Check these out – They are the transition styles you may have between clips; maybe you don’t want any but try a couple for effect. Drag and drop between clips in story board set up – you will see the boxes for transitions
Still under #2 Edit Movie- Click on Make titles or credits. This will allow you to set up a first slide with  a word only title, add word slides to precede or follow clips, add captions to clips and create a last slide of credits.

Click on it and play. For Titles before/after selected clip you must have selected a clip from your timeline/storyboard.


At any time in this process you may wish to save your Movie Maker file by clicking on File Save ion upper right corner of Movie maker screen as you would any program.

This will allow you to save the Windows Movie Maker file only AND it will only play correctly on the machine that has the original video clips file .  (If you are going to transfer between machines start by creating a folder in your memory stick where you save all the clips and the Movie maker file)
This is not a movie file – it has the file name .MSWMM

To save as a movie that can be saved on your computer and/or burned to CD or DVD, go the left panel 

#3 Finish Movie
· Click on Save to my computer

· Follow the instructions and you now have a movie that will play in Windows media player or any other player you designate. It is also transferable to any machine – no worries about where original clips are.
